CLEISTHENES - Should be considered a contender. He rallied 
to finish second at this distance here on Oct. 4. This son of 
Breeders’ Cup Classic winner Pleasantly Perfect worked 4 
furlongs in a rapid :46 2/5 here on Oct. 19.

KANAN DUME - Hasn’t started since finishing third at Hollywood 
Park on May 30. He’s making his turf debut today. His dam did 
well on the turf (a Group II winner in France, a Grade III winner 
in the U.S.).

FU PEG HE RAT - Could have a big say in this race. He finished 
third in the El Cajon Stakes on Del Mar’s synthetic track on 
Sept. 5, then ran fifth on the turf here Oct. 10 while not losing 
by all that much (2 1/2 lengths).

DIFERENTKINDAGREAT - Is 2 for 2. He won at Del Mar on Sept. 
4, then also won here on Oct. 11. He’s making his turf debut 
today. He is kin to Mr. Nightlinger (a multiple Grade III turf 
winner) and Prosico (3 turf wins).

GANDOLF - Comes into this race having won 2 of his last 3. 
He was victorious in game fashion at this distance here on 
Sept. 30. This son of Belong to Me is moving up in class today, 
however.

MOBILIZED - Switches to the turf after finishing eighth here 
on Oct. 11. In his only start on the turf, he ran sixth on the turf 
and lost by less than 4 lengths at the 2008 Hollywood Park fall 
meet. His jockey is a plus.

CAPTAIN STEEL - Hasn’t raced since finishing sixth at 
Hollywood Park last May 16. He’s racing on the turf for the first 
time today. This is a son of Hennesy (sire of multiple Group I turf 
winner Johannesburg).
