Race 1 - Oak Tree at Santa Anita

RARE CHANT - Probably will be a longshot. This son of War 
Chant finished seventh here on Oct. 23 when his odds were 
66-1. Today’s opponent Fenice ran third in that Oct. 23 contest.

DORIPRIZE (ARG) - Finished fourth for $12,500 here on Oct. 
4, then ran fifth for $10,000 here on Oct. 23. This son of Pure 
Prize showed zip in a workout here on Nov. 2 (3 furlongs in 
:34 4/5).

SHARPER EAGLE - Ran second at Emerald Downs on Sept. 18, 
then finished sixth for $12,500 here on Oct. 15 when his odds 
were 29-1. He might improve on his Oct. 15 performance now 
that he’s had a race over this track.

KINGDOM COME (IRE) - Ended up sixth for $32,000 here on 
Oct. 14 and tumbles to the $10,500 level today. It will not be 
surprising if this son of Foxhound does better at this lower 
class level.

APPTOBURN - Finished sixth for $28,000 on the turf Aug. 8 at 
Del Mar, then also ran sixth on the synthetic track here on Oct. 
14. This son of Flame Thrower is moving down in class to the 
$12,500 level today.

FIGHT ON - Should be considered a contender. He finished 
second at Del Mar on Sept. 2, then ran fourth here on Oct. 11 
while losing by only a half-length. He’s had a couple of brisk 
workouts here since his last race.

ABSOLUTE GLORY - Ran fourth at Del Mar on Sept. 9 and 
moves way down in class today. He’s certainly capable of 
proving a tough customer against these, though he is 0 for 11 
since winning at Hollywood Park in 2007.

CAPT. SPARROW - Finished sixth for $16,000 at Del Mar on 
Sept. 9 when he didn’t have the best of starts. He’s moving 
down in class today to the $12,500 level. He had a good 
workout here on Nov. 1 (5 furlongs in 1:00 3/5).

FENICE (IRE) - Has the look of a major player. He finished third 
for $16,000 here on Oct. 13 and moves down in class to the 
$12,500 level today. His jockey (Rafael Bejarano) adds to the 
appeal.

SCORPION TIME - Should not be taken lightly. He finished fourth 
here on Oct. 8 and tries a longer distance today while having 
blinkers removed. He had a good workout here on Oct. 26 (5 
furlongs in 1:00 2/5).

POWER BLITZ - Hasn’t started since finishing seventh in the 
Gallant Man Handicap at Hollywood Park last May 17. This 
son of Kentucky Derby winner Fusaichi Pegasus had a sharp 
workout at Hollywood Park on Oct. 31.

DYNAMIC RANGE - Merits respect. He finished second here on 
Sept. 30 then ended up fourth here on Oct. 25 while not losing 
by all that much (1 3/4 lengths) for a high-percentage trainer 
(Julio Canani).

QUARTER MOON - Could prove a tough customer. He finished 
eighth in a Grade I race here on Oct. 11, then moved down in 
class and ran fifth here on Oct. 21. He’s moving further down 
in class today.

PAT’S LEGACY - Won on Del Mar’s synthetic track on Sept, 
9, then also won on the synthetic track here on Oct. 12. This 
son of Yankee Gentleman is switching to the turf today while 
meeting tougher foes.

PRIZE PLAY - Lost his first 13 races, then rallied with gusto to 
win going away by nearly 4 lengths on the synthetic track here 
on Oct. 2. He’s switching to the turf today. He’s finished at least 
third in 3 of 7 turf starts.

AUTOCUE (GB) - Is bidding for his third straight victory. He won 
on Del Mar’s synthetic track here on Aug. 28 when turning from 
a layoff, then was victorious on the turf here Oct. 3.

CANDY ARCHES - Ended up seventh on the turf Sept. 6 at Del 
Mar, then also ran seventh on the synthetic track here on Oct. 
11. He’s switching back to the turf today. He ran third on the 
turf at Hollywood Park in 2008.

SHESOPROVOCATIVE - Ran sixth in the Barretts Debutante at 
Fairplex on Sept. 19, then finished fifth here on Oct. 10 (today’s 
rival Evening Jewel was second). She’s having blinkers removed 
today.

EVENING JEWEL - Should be regarded as a contender. She 
ran sixth when unveiled at Del Mar on Aug. 23, then finished 
second here on Oct. 10 while defeating today’s opponents 
Evening Jewel and Shesoprovocative.

HEAVENS A RAGING - Switches to synthetic footing after 
finishing sixth on the turf here Oct. 25. She ran seventh on the 
synthetic track here on Oct. 2 (today’s rival Top Seeded was 
third).

BONITA MONTANA - Debuts today. This daughter of Bertrando 
(a debut winner and an Eclipse Award winner) and Loma Linda 
Lass (4 wins) is kin to Dolly Varten (6 wins), Cielo Blincoe (3 
wins) and Sir Bell (2 wins).

STUNNING ALLY - Belongs on the list of contenders. This 
daughter of In Excess finished fourth in her career debut here 
on Oct. 10 when she didn’t have the best of trips. She’s adding 
blinkers for this race.

USUALLY SUPER - Makes her career debut. This is a daughter of 
Unusual Heat (a very successful California sire) and Super High 
(6 stakes wins). Her jockey (Rafael Bejarano) helps the cause.

TWISTNTHENIGHTAWAY - Is a first-time starter. This daughter 
of Oliver’s Twist (a debut winner and a Grade III winner) and 
Static Discharge (3 wins) is kin to My Prized Lady (5 wins) and 
Ecstatic Twist (4 wins).

TOP SEEDED - Rallied to finish a close third when kicking off 
her career here on Oct. 2. This half-sister to stakes winner 
Swiss Current defeated a pair of next-out winners (Sandy 
Cheeks and Warren’s Swap Fox).

TOPPER’S SMILING - Finished fifth for $20,000 here on Nov. 1. 
She’s moving down in class to the $12,500 level today. She is 
eligible to do better against these. This shorter distance should 
help, too.

ATA ATAY - Dueled for the early lead before finishing third at this 
class level and distance here on Oct. 24. It’s certainly not out of 
the question for this daughter of Benchmark to finish at least 
third in this contest.

SARARAH JR. - Won for $8,000 at Fairplex on Sept. 26, then ran 
fifth for $10,000 here on Oct. 9. She’s moving up in class to the 
$12,500 level today. She has finished at least third in 12 of 21 
lifetime starts.

AWESOME FEAT - Switches to synthetic footing and tumbles 
in class to the $12,500 level after finishing tenth for $32,000 
on the turf here Oct. 2. She can improve on that Oct. 2 
performance due to it being her 2009 debut.

SKY MARNI - Should be considered a contender. She stalked 
early and finished second for $16,000 here on Oct. 16. This 
daughter of Sky Mesa is moving down in class today to the 
$12,500 level.

DINE AT NINE - Probably will show early speed. She finished 
second for $8,000 at Fairplex on Sept. 26 (today’s foe Sararah 
Jr. won), then posted a 2 1/4-length victory for $10,0900 here 
on Oct. 17.

TUSCAN PRINCESS - Hasn’t started since finishing third for 
$5,000 at Golden Gate last April 3. She’s facing tougher rivals 
today. This daughter of You and I has lost 6 in a row since 
winning at the 2008 Fairplex meet.

DITTO THIS - Ran seventh for $32,000 on the turf Sept. 4 at Del 
Mar, then finished sixth for $25,000 on the synthetic track here 
on Oct. 12. This daughter of Petionville moves down in class to 
the $12,500 level today.

MISTY ALY - Could have a big say in this race. She ran third for 
$16,000 at Fairplex on Sept. 25 (today’s rival Swiss Blend won), 
then was victorious for $10,000 here on Oct. 9. She’s moving 
up to the $12,500 level today.

SWISS BLEND - Belongs on the list of contenders. She won for 
$16,000 at Fairplex on Sept. 25, then ran sixth for $25,000 at 
Fresno on Oct. 18. She’s moving down in class today to the 
$12,500 level.

JUSTICE REIGNS - Switches to the turf after finishing eighth on 
Del Mar’s synthetic track on Aug. 9. In his only start on the turf, 
he ran fourth at Hollywood Park last April 24. This looks like it’s 
a pretty tough spot for him.

CEE’S CLOSING TIME - Finished sixth on the synthetic track 
here on Oct. 18 and switches to the turf today. In 4 starts on 
the turf, his best performance was when he ran second at 
Hollywood Park last July 16.

DOHNSTER - Could have a big say in this race. He ran third 
at Hollywood Park on July 2, then finished sixth at Del Mar on 
Aug. 5. He had a sharp workout here on Oct. 30 (5 furlongs in 
:59 3/5).

RED SUN - Has the look of a major player. He hasn’t started 
since finishing second when unveiled here last Jan. 4. He’s 
making his turf debut today. He worked 4 furlongs in an 
excellent :46 4/5 here on Nov. 3.

CHECKMARK - Is a first-time starter. This son of Benchmark (a 
multiple Grade II winner and an earner of $636,707) and When 
(3 wins) is kin to Ranch Hand (10 wins) and Leanessa (4 wins).

ALIVE FOR SIX - Debuts today. This son of the fine debut sire 
In Excess (a multiple Grade I winner) and Henlopen (3 wins, all 
on the turf) is kin to Distant Victory (4 wins), Messerschmitt (2 
wins) and Classic Beacon (1 win).

NEXT OF KENDRA - Set the pace before finishing ninth here on 
Oct. 12 (today’s rival Amazombie was third). He’s eligible to do 
better this time due to that being his first race since Feb. 27. 
This shorter distance might help, too.

SKYWRITER - Is a first-time starter with some decent workouts 
here. This is a son of Bertrando (a debut winner and an Eclipse 
Award winner) and Phaenna (5 stakes wins).

AMAZOMBIE - Merits respect. He finished second when 
unveiled at Del Mar on Aug. 22, ran fifth here on Sept. 6, then 
finished third here on Oct. 12. He’s trying a shorter distance 
today.

HOT DAMON - Belongs on the list of contenders. This son of 
Unsual Heat lacked early speed and came home energetically 
to finish fourth in his debut here on Oct. 12 (today’s rival 
Amazombie was third).

BRINSON - Was no factor in 5 straight races but then showed 
signs of life to finish third here on Oct. 4 before ending up close 
fifth here on Oct. 23. This son of Ole’ was victorious in a race 
like this here last Feb. 22.

COPA DE PLATA - Has come back after nearly 18 months on 
the bench with strong form. He won 3 straight races before 
finishing third for $25,000 here on Oct. 1. He’s dropping to the 
$16,000 level today.

PLUGINTHEJUG - Must turn it around. He won at Hollywood Park 
on May 17 but has struggled in his last 3 starts. This son of 
Benchmark drops to the $16,000 level after finishing ninth for 
$25,000 here on Oct. 14.

NIMA’S PAD - May get back on track with a big class drop. This 
son of Lord Carson finished fifth for $32,000 on the turf here 
Oct. 1 and switches to synthetic footing today while moving 
down to the $16,000 level.

BALLISTIC HEAT - Looms a major player as he goes for his third 
straight victory. He won at Fairplex on Sept. 24, then rallied to 
also win here on Oct. 15 for sizzling trainer Eric Kruljac (7 for 
his first 14 at this meet).

BILO - Came back after nearly 14 months off and finished 
second in a splendid effort for $10,000 here on Oct. 7. He’s 
being given an encouraging class hike to the $16,000 level 
today. He was a Grade I winner in 2007.

SATELLITE - Comes into this race in fine form. This son of 
Golden Missile has finished in the top 3 in 9 of his last 10 He 
was third at Fairplex on Sept. 24 (today’s foe Ballistic Heat 
won). He usually shows early speed.

PREMIER DIABLO - Finished fifth for $20,000 here on Oct. 24. 
It will not be surprising if this son of Funontherun improves on 
that performance due to it being his first race since a Feb. 8 
victory at Golden Gate.

FANTASY FREE - Has been knocking on the door of late. He 
finished third at this level at Del Mar on Sept. 9, then also ran 
third at this level here on Oct. 23. His jockey (Garrett Gomez) 
certainly is a plus.

ACQUIRE THE FIRE - May be peaking. He ran sixth at Del Mar 
on July 31, finished fifth there on Aug. 23 (today’s foes Copa de 
Plata and Satellite were first and second), then ran second at 
this level here on Sept. 30.

LUHUK’S DANCER - Tumbles in class to the $16,000 level after 
finishing fifth for $32,000 at Woodbine on Sept. 25. He won for 
$32,000 here last Feb. 7 and also was victoriouos for $25,000 
at Hollywood Park on May 2.

PROFESSNL COURTESY - May improve with a class drop. This 
son of Bright Launch ran ninth for $25,000 at Hollywood Park 
last May 2, then finished sixth for $25,000 here on Oct. 10. He’s 
at the $16,000 level today.
